· The date of receipt and acceptance is given for each article.
· The journal has a critical peer review process for the acceptance of articles for publication.
· Journal has ISSN/eISSN
· The journal has a functional website which provides verifiable full postal and email addresses and contact telephone numbers of the Chief Editor, Associate Editors and Publisher
2. Scores for various parameters to be allotted based on the information for the years 2024 and 2025. However, for the parameter of citation analysis, the score to be allotted based on information for the years 2022, 2023 and 2024.
3. One copy of each of the three most recent issues of the Journal published up to June 2026 should be provided to the Academy for evaluation.
4. The last date of receipt of the application will be July 31, 2026. Application received after July 31, 2026 shall not be considered.

Uniformity in format –Abstract/ Summary, Keywords, Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results and Discussion, References (uniform format of the journal), Quality of Language, Scientific Editing and Latest References (The high proportion of references older than 10 years would negatively impact quality).

2. Quality/Get-up (5 marks)
Overall get-up – cover page & print quality; Letter size, double column/ single column; Table size, Figures/Photographs quality and their legend; Paper length, the proportion of full paper and short notes or communications.

3. Scientific content (30 marks)
Advancement to science; Novelty in methodology, approach; issues of national importance. 

Note:	The journal will be taken out of NAAS scoring for a period of six years if false information is furnished.
